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Creativity Lab: Observation

Evan Rosenberry — In our first Creativity Lab held at the Marjorie Barrick Museum, the Entrepreneurial Crea-
tivity class experimented with observing our surroundings. It is human nature to be so focused on only what
we are doing that we just ignore everything around us. First, the class watched a movie about how astro-
nauts not only need to have the physical training to go on the moon, but they need to know what to look for
once they get there to make their trip meaningful. After this, we split off into groups and tried to observe
things in a bag, remembering all of the objects that were in there. After this, the class split off into pairs and
went into the museum. The direction for this activity was to describe an object in the museum to a partner
who would have to draw it from that description.

Dean Klinhom - When the astronauts were asked to describe where a certain rock came from, they were
stumped; so was I. It was simply a rock, what more did | need to know about it? After that entire scene and
explanation about the rock, | was surprised at my lack of observation skills. | learned that | only saw what was
right in front of me, and not everything around me. For the first time in my life, | felt like | did not know every-
thing. This feeling was further compounded when we got into groups, and tried to memorize the contents of
the bag and all its minuscule details. | tried my usual method of memorization: just repeating the contents in
my head as many times as | can. What | discovered was that | could remember the objects, but barely any of
the details. | simply was not in control at that point. After hearing all my classmates’ methods, | saw there was
more than one method to memorize things, such as categorization or creating a story. Those methods were
better used to recall details, rather than pure repetition. From that moment | learned that there is more than
one way to do things.

Ashley Merritt - This creativity lab definitely caused a few awkward smiles and giggles. It consisted of activi-
ties that put each person out of their element, especially for someone like myself who isn’t used to standing
up in front of people and talking about something | don’t know about. The first activity showed the group how
it's okay to be out of your element. | felt that it gave us all a sense of seeing it's okay to not know everything,
and that when you feel that way, you’re not alone. There are just some times when past experiences can'’t
help you, and you have to figure it out as you go along. The museum section helped us connect with our part-
ners. | had to use words that sounded foreign because | hadn’t used them in so long, and it again got the
group to step outside of their normal box. The whole experience felt a little awkward but that was only be-
cause it was something | wasn’t used to. It was awkward in a good way, where | was forced to overcome that
feeling.

Maui Orozco - We learned that often during our busy lives we don’t pay enough attention to the details that
surround us, which can hinder the creative process. During the first activity, | realized that remembering
things in great detail was a difficult task. Sure, | could remember that there was a bag of coffee in the bag, but
could | remember what type of coffee? What it said on the side of the bag or what the picture on the front
was? | learned the small details are just as important, if not more important, than the “big picture” because it's
those details that make up the whole. Without them, or the addition or subtraction of something that might
seem to be a “minor detail” the whole end result can be altered. | learned that stopping to observe my sur-
roundings can actually open up my mind to new ideas that | never would have considered had | not taken the
time to simply look around.
